The 
New Zealand native has top-�ve �nishes in 
the �rst two races of the season, including 
his fourth consecutive second-place �nish 
at Barber on April 7. Can Dixon, who trails 
Helio Castroneves by nine points, continue 
his strong start and take his �rst victory of 
the season at Long Beach?
